KAROLINA BANDLEROVA A JEJi DETI A VNOUCATA

Dcera Anna Rosenbergerova Bedfich Rosenberger Otta Rosenberger Snacha Kamila Bandlerova se synem Karlem

Karolina Bandlerova se narodila Lazarovi a Babette Goldscheiderovym 17. dubna.1862. Vdala se za o tficet let starSiho vdovce Lipmana Bandlera, obchodnika
ze Sténovic, ktery mél uz mél devét déti. Karolina mu jich porodila dalsich $est.

Elsa (1887) se provdala se za obchodnika Rudolfa Kafku, Zili v Nezdicich a méli ¢tyri déti. Do Terezina byli vSichni deportovani z Klatov 30. 11. 1942. Karolinina
vnoucata Alois, Otto, Josef a Marie odjela 20. ledna 1943 do Auschwitz-Birkenau a tam byla zavrazdéna. Jejich rodice Elsa a Rudolf byli 15. 5. 1944 zarazeni do
treti viny transport( do terezinského rodinného tabora v Auschwitz-Birkenau a tam zavrazdéni.

Anna (1887) se vdala za Maxe Rosenbergera, Zili ve Stfibre. Méli spolu syny Bedficha (1923) a Ottu (1927). MaxUv osud nezname, oba kluci byli 6. zari 1943
zarazeni do prvniho transportu do terezinského rodinného tabora v Birkenau a po pll roce v noci z 8. na 9. bfezna 1944 zavrazdéni. Anna byla do Birkenau
deportovana 23. 10. 1944 a tam zavrazdéna.

Artur narozeny roku 1888 zemrel v roce 1925.

O dcerach Matyldé (1892) a Emilii (?) nevime nic.

Leo (1890) si vzal Kamilu Langovou (1896) a méli spolu syna Karla (1922), provozovali kolonidl v Prokopové ulici, matka Karolina Zila s nimi. Leo, Kamila a Karel
byli 28. 4. 1942 deportovani do ghetta v Zamosci, zabili je moZzna tam, mozna v Belzecu.

Babicka Karolina jela 15. fijna 1942 do Treblinky. Ve stejném transportu jel i jeji nevlastni syn Eduard a jeho Zena Irma. Jejich dcera Stella s manzelem zahynuli
v LodzZi. Z celé veliké rodiny preZila jen druha dcera Lilly.

Karolina Bandler was born on 17 April 1862 to Lazar and Babette Goldscheider. She married the widower Lipman Bandler, a merchant from Sténovice, who was
thirty years older and already had nine children. Caroline bore him six more children.

Elsa (1887) married the merchant Rudolf Kafka. They lived in Nezdice and had four children. The whole family was deported from Klatovy to Terezin on 30
November 1942. Karoline's grandchildren Alois, Otto, Josef and Marie were sent to Auschwitz-Birkenau on 20 January 1943 and murdered there. Elsa and
Rudolf were deported on 15 May 1944 in the third wave of transports to the Terezin family camp in Auschwitz-Birkenau, where they were also murdered.
Anna (1887) married Max Rosenberger and they lived in Sttibro. They had two sons, Bedrich (1923) and Otto (1927). Max's fate is unknown, but both sons were
included in the first transport to the Terezin family camp in Birkenau on 6 September 1943 and murdered on the night of 8-9 March 1944. Anna herself was
deported to Birkenau on 23 October 1944 and murdered there.

Artur, born in 1888, died in 1925.

Nothing is known about the daughters Mathilde (1892) and Emilie (date unknown).

Leo (1890) married Kamila Lang (1896) and they had a son, Karel (1922). The family ran a grocery store at Prokopova Street, where Karolina lived with them.
Leo, Kamila and Karel were deported to the ghetto in Zamos$é on 28 April 1942 and were probably killed there or in Belzec.

Grandma Karolina went to Treblinka on October 15, 1942. Her stepson Eduard and his wife Irma went on the same transport. Their daughter Stella and her
husband perished in Lodz. Of the whole large family, only the second daughter, Lilly, survived.
