EDVARD A IRMA BANDLEROVI A JEJICH DCERA STELLA

Eduard Irma Stella Ervin

Edvard Bandler se narodil 26. fijna 1874 ve Sténovicich Lipmanovi a Katefiné Bandlerovym. Jeho matka
zemrela a otec se znovu oZenil. Eduard mél osm sourozencd, se druhou manzelkou Karolinou mél pak
dalSich Sest déti. V srpnu roku 1911 si Eduard vzal za manzelku o dvanact let mladsi Irmu Klauberovou a ta
21. bfezna 1913 porodila dvoj¢ata, holcicky Stellu a Lilly. Pan Bandler obchodoval s kizemi a dafilo se mu,
jen mél problémy s voziky. Kvlli nim na néj byla podana dvé udani, prvni v bfeznu 1925, kdy jeho ucen
Arnost Grodecky projizdél s vozikem kolem budovy hlavniho nadrazi a nemél vozik radné oznaceny. Jeho
tabulka byla totiZz napsand rozmazanou kfidou a na dotaz straznika, pro¢ se ucen rozhodl spachat tak
zavainy prestupek, Grodecky odpovédél, Ze mu jeho zaméstnavatel fekl, Ze kfidova tabulka v Plzni stadi.
Dalsi incident se odehradl 25. listopadu téhoz roku, kdy pan Bandler, ktery byl zrovna cely den mimo Plzen,
nechal stat pfed svym obchodem v Riegrové ulici €. 19 cely den dvoukolovy vozik. Za tuto nehordznost byl
napomenut.

Lilly si vzala za manzela bankovniho urednika Bedficha Krause, Stella pracovala jako korespondentka u
prazské firmy Brod a Topfer, tovarna na knofliky a kovové zbozi a provdala se za Ervina Ferdu, se kterym Zila
v Praze 12 v ulici Slezska. 3. listopadu 1941 byli Stella a Ervin deportovani do ghetta v Lodzi, oba zahynuli.
Lillin manZzel Bedfich byl ve stejném mésici deportovan do terezinského ghetta, v zari 1944 odsud jel na smrt
do Osvétimi, Lilly pfezila, ale nic blizsiho o jejim osudu nevime.

Na konci Unora 1939 si Edvard a Irma Bandlerovi pozadali cestovni pasy , kvuli obchodu a zdravotni cesté”,
vycestovat vSak uz nestihli. 22. 1. 1942 byli transportem S odvezeni do Terezina a 15. 10. téhoz roku byli
deportovani do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni. Do stejného transportu byla zafazena i Eduardova nevlastni
matka Karolina. Z celé velké rodiny valku prezila jen Eduardova dcera Lilly.

Edvard Bandler was born on October 26, 1874, in St&novice. In August 1911, he married Irma Klauberovsa,
who was twelve years younger, and on March 21, 1913, she gave birth to twin girls, Stella and Lilly. Mr.
Bandler traded in leather and was successful, but he had issues with carts. Due to these, two complaints
were filed against him, the first in March 1925, when his apprentice, Arnost Grodecky, was passing by the
main train station with a cart that was not properly labeled. The sign was written with smudged chalk, and
when questioned by an officer about why he committed such a serious offense, Grodecky replied that his
employer told him a chalkboard sign was sufficient in Plzen. The second incident occurred on November 25
of the same year, when Mr. Bandler, who was away from Plzen all day, left a two-wheeled cart standing in
front of his shop at Riegrova Street No. 19 the entire day. He was reprimanded for this audacity.

Lilly married a bank clerk named Bedfich Kraus, while Stella worked as a correspondent for the Prague-based
company Brod and Topfer, a button and metal goods factory, and married Ervin Ferda. They lived in Slezska
Street, Prague 12. On November 3, 1941, Stella and Ervin were deported to the Lodz ghetto, where both
perished. Lilly’s husband Bedfich was deported to the Terezin ghetto in the same month and was sent to his
death in Auschwitz in September 1944. Lilly survived, but we know nothing further about her fate.

At the end of February 1939, Edvard and Irma Bandler applied for passports "for business and health
reasons," but they never managed to leave. On January 22, 1942, they were transported to Terezin, and on
October 15 of the same year, they were deported to Treblinka, where they were murdered.
