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Alois Hugo se narodil v Chebu dne 17.7.1875 Eduardovi a Anné Blochovym. Mél starSiho bratra Maxmilidna a par let po ném pfijde i sestra Irma. Po studiich na
gymnaziu v Klatovech studoval prava v Praze na Ceské pravnické fakulté Karlo-Ferdinandovy univerzity. Po studiich plsobil jako pravni koncipient v Karlovych
Varech, roku 1908 se usadil v Plzni a zacal pracovat jako advokat. Bydlel v Solni ulici 19, z Chebu se pfistéhovali i jeho rodice a Zili na stejné adrese. Z dokumentt
vime, Ze v roce 1931 puUsobil v advokatni kanceldfi Klein a Bloch a v roce 1938 poskytoval pravni pomoc pod hlavi¢ckou Bloch a Raz. Zistala po ném rada
pisemnosti, z nichZ je zfejmé, Ze byl precizni a zabydleny v pravu. Pfikladem muze byt peclivé formulované a strukturované hlaseni policii o okradeni na vojenské
plovarné v Doudlevcich. Jesté v roce 1941 ve vife ve fungovani prava zada o dokument, ktery se ztratil, kdyz byli do jeho bytu ufady nastéhovani novi najemnici.
UZ nesmi byt advokatem, stal se z néj pomocny délnik. Pfedstavujeme si, jak obtizné muselo byt pro takového ¢lovéka pfijmout naprostou zv(li nacistickych
opatreni. O jeho soukromém Zivoté nevime skoro nic. V roce 1938 je v jednom z dokumentl uvedeno, Ze je Zenaty, a na stejné adrese bydlela i Zena jménem
Irma Blochova, oba si v roce 1932 takrka stejnymi slovy pozadali o cestovni pas kvili cesté do Vidné, ale jinou shodu jsme nenasli. Irma do Terezina odjela 22.
1. 1942 transportem S a 28. 4. 1942 byla deportovana do Zamosce ve vychodnim Polsku, valku neprezila. Alois nastoupil do transportu R 18. 1. 1942, v Tereziné
pobyl do podzimu a 15. 10. 1942 byl zarfazen do transportu Av do Treblinky, kde byl zavrazdén.



JUDR. ALOIS HUGO BLOCH

Alois Hugo was born in Cheb on July 17, 1875, to Eduard and Anna Bloch. He had an older brother, Maximilian, and a few years later, a sister, Irma, was born.
After attending grammar school in Klatovy, he studied law at the Czech Faculty of Law at Charles-Ferdinand University in Prague. Having finished his studies,
he worked as a legal trainee in Karlovy Vary and, in 1908 settled in Plzen, where he began working as a lawyer. He lived at 19 Solni Street, and his parents later
moved from Cheb to live at the same address. From documents, we know that in 1931 he worked at the law firm Klein & Bloch, and by 1938, he was providing
legal services under the name Bloch & Raz. He left behind a substantial amount of paperwork, showing him to be meticulous and deeply rooted in the legal
field. One example is a carefully formulated and structured police report about a theft at the military swimming area in Doudlevce. Even in 1941, still trusting
in the rule of law, he requested a document that had been lost when authorities moved new tenants into his apartment. By then, he was no longer allowed to
practice as a lawyer and had become a menial laborer. We can only imagine how difficult it must have been for someone like him to endure the complete
arbitrariness of Nazi measures. Little is known about his private life. In a 1938 document, he is mentioned as being married, and a woman named Irma Blochova
lived at the same address. Both submitted almost identical requests for passports in 1932 for a trip to Vienna, but no other connection was found. Irma was
deported to Terezin on January 22, 1942, in transport S and then transferred to Zamos¢ in eastern Poland on April 28, 1942, where she perished.

Alois was deported in transport R on January 18, 1942. He remained in Terezin until the autumn, and on October 15, 1942, he was placed on transport Av to
Treblinka, where he was murdered.
