ZOFIE ZEINEROVA

Zofie se narodila 18. ledna 1867 v Plasich Samuelovi a Tereze Scheukovym. Zila v Plasich,
pozdéji se prestéhovala do Prahy a zde se také ve svych padesati letech 10. 6. 1917 provdala
za vdovce Josefa Zeinera. S manzelem se prestéhovali do Plzné do ulice Plachého 33. V roce
1934 Josef zemrel a bezdétna Zofie Upln& osaméla. S predtuchou zlych €ast si za druhé
republiky zazadala o cestovni pas a 9. 1. 1939 ji byl vydan, ale uz neodjela. Ac¢ byla
registrovana v Plzni, do Terezina odjela z Prahy 20. 7. 1942 transportem AAs. Prestoze
Plachého 33 byl opravdu velky ¢inZovni dam, z néhoz bylo do Terezina poslano jedenadvacet
lidi, mohla v dobé pfijezdu v ¢ervenci 1942 potkat uz jen tfi, vSichni ostatni byli kratce po
pfijezdu deportovani dal ,na vychod".

19. 10. 1942 byla pani Zeinerova deportovana do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéna.

Zofia was born on January 18, 1867, in Plasy to Samuel and Tereza Scheuk. She lived in Plasy
and later moved to Prague, where, at the age of fifty, on June 10, 1917, she married the
widower Josef Zeiner. After the marriage, they moved to Plzen, to Plachého Street 33. In
1934, Josef passed away, and childless Zofia was left completely alone. With a premonition
of difficult times, she applied for a travel passport during the Second Republic, which was
issued to her on January 9, 1939, but she never left. Although she was registered in Plzen,
she traveled to Terezin from Prague on July 20, 1942, in transport AAs. Even though
Plachého 33 was a large apartment building, from which twenty-one people were sent to
Terezin, she could only meet three of them upon her arrival in July 1942, as all the others
were deported shortly after arrival "to the East." On October 19, 1942, Mrs. Zeinerova was
deported to Treblinka and murdered there.
