JULIE WEISSOVA A ARNOSTKA THEINEROVA Z PREMYSLOVY ULICE

starsi sestra Pepca. Pozdéji si tu hrala i se svymi dvéma mladsimi bratry Kdjou a Emilem. VSichni se narodili
i vyrastali v Plzni, kde také Julie zlstala. Svou Zivotni lasku nejspiSe nenasla, protoZe se nikdy nestala
nevestou.

JelikoZz se nékomu z jejiho okoli néco na Julii nezdalo, nechali si nékolikrat provérit jeji povést. Poprvé to
bylo roku 1927, Zila na Doudlevecké tfidé 4 v ndjmu u pani Flaksové, byla nemajetna a jeji povést byla
shleddna dobrou. V zafi nasledujiciho roku - Julii bylo prfes padesat let, rodi¢e zemreli a vlastni rodinu
neméla - se jako nemajetnd ocitla ve Fodermayerové chudobinci. Nasla si praci, prestéhovala se do
Plachého ulice a v roce 1931 se kolem ni odehralo drama spojené s dalsim udanim. Jakysi ¢etnik na zakladé
,divéryhodného pramene“ obvinil pani Weissovou, Ze bez povoleni opatfuje mista sluzebnym a zZe ,jest
znamo, Ze vysedava po hotelich s podezielymi zenstinami“. V ¢ervnu roku 1931 byla Juliina zndma Marie
Mirzova vysetrovana kvali podezieni na ,zastfené provozovani prostituce” v masérském salonu hotelu
Apollo v Marianskych Laznich. Kvali dopistim, které si spole¢né vyménovaly, byla i Julie souc¢asti pripadu.
Zatimco byla Julie podezfivana z dohazovani prostitutek, do domu Apollo policie chodila na ndhodné
prohlidky. Po tfech mésicich vysetfovani policie obvinéni proti Mirzové, a tim i Julii, zrusila. MGzeme se jen
dohadovat, zda byly obéti pomluvy, i pfemyslet o tom, co je komu do toho, s kym lidé vysedavaji po
kavarnach.

Na zacatku 40. let bydlela Julie v Premyslové ulici ¢. 3. Ve stejném domé bydlela také Juliina vrstevnice
Arnostka Theinerova narozena 18. srpna 1870. Nepodafrilo se ndm najit Zddnou jeji dalsi stopu, v Plzni sice
Zilo nékolik Theinerovych, ale nepovedlo se ndm najit Zddnou spojitost. Pfedstavujeme si, Ze se Julie a
Arnostka jako sousedky a mozna kamaradky navzajem podporovaly, kdyz musely 22. 1. 1942 odjet do
terezinského ghetta. Na podzim téhoz roku 15., resp. 19. fijna pak byly ve dvou rlznych transportech
deportovany do Treblinky a tam zavrazdény.

Julie Weiss was born to Leopold and RiZena Weiss on December 29, 1875, in Plzen, where she was awaited
by her older sister Pepca. Later she played here with her two younger brothers Kaja and Emil. They were all
born and raised in Plzen, and Julie stayed there. It seems she never found her true love, as she never
became a bride.

Because something about Julie seemed unusual to some people around her, her reputation was checked
several times. The first was in 1927 when she was living at Doudlevecka Street 4, renting from Mrs.
Flaksova. She was penniless, and her reputation was found to be good. In September of the following year,
when Julie was over fifty, her parents had died, and she had no family of her own, she found herself in the
Fodermayer Poorhouse. She found work, moved to Placha Street, and in 1931, a drama unfolded around
her due to another denunciation. A certain police officer, based on a "reliable source," accused Mrs. Weiss
of providing places for domestic workers without permission and "it is known that she frequents hotels
with suspicious women." In June of 1931, Julie's acquaintance, Marie Mirzova, was investigated for
suspected "disguised prostitution” in the massage salon of the Apollo Hotel in Marianské Lazné. Because of
the letters they exchanged, Julie became part of the case. While Julie was suspected of arranging
prostitutes, the police would conduct random inspections at the Apollo House. After three months of
investigation, the police dropped the charges against Mirzova and thus against Julie. We can only speculate
whether they were victims of slander, and also wonder why it mattered to anyone who people spent time
with in cafes. At the beginning of the 1940s, Julie lived at 3 Pfemyslova Street. In the same building lived
her peer, Arnostka Theinerova, born August 18, 1870. We were unable to find any further trace of her,
although several Theiners lived in Plzen, no connection could be found. We imagine that Julie and
Arnostka, as neighbours and possibly friends, supported each other when they had to leave for the Terezin
ghetto on January 22, 1942. In the autumn of the same year, on October 15 and 19, they were deported to
Treblinka in two different transports and were murdered there.
