PAVLA A JULIUS GOTTLIEBOVI A JEJICH DCERY A VNOUCATA
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Julius Popper Anna Popperova Egon Jifi Popper Kurt Steiner

Julius Gottlieb prisel na svét v ¢ervnu 1872 v malé vesnicce Myslkovice, kousek od Tdbora. Byl prostfednim z péti déti. Mél starSiho bratra Siegfrieda, ktery to
po studiich dotahl aZ na doktora, starsi sestru Josefinu a mladsi brasky Sigmunda a Arnolda. Jakmile vyrostl, zjistil, Ze mu Zivot na venkové nestaci, a tak se
vydal do viru velkomésta, do Plzné. A dafilo se mu. Nasel si byt v Sedlackové ulici, pfimo v centru, kousek od synagogy. Zacal podnikat, provozoval obchod v
Solni ulici, kde je ted knihkupectvi. Dokonce vlastnil automobil a zaméstnaval fidi¢e, coz si nemohl dovolit jen tak nékdo.

24.10. 1875 v Plzni se manZellim Tanzerovym jako treti z péti déti narodila dcerka Pavla. Vyrustala se dvéma starSimi bratry Isidorem a Aloisem, mlads$im
Ottou a nejmladsi sestrou Olgou. O jejim osudu nevime nic do doby, neZ se provdala za Juliuse Gottlieba, plzeriského obchodnika. Ob¢as pomahala v obchodé
v Solni nebo zastupovala manzela, kdyZ zrovna nemohl byt v praci, jindy se starala o spole¢nou domdcnost v Sedlackové. Tam se jim taky narodily tfi krdsné
dcery, Anna, Helena a BedfiSka. Déti postupné vyrostly a zacaly mit vlastni Zivoty.

Nejstarsi Anna si vzala Uspésného zubniho technika pana Julia Poppera a spolecné se prestéhovali na dnes$ni Klatovskou tfidu. Ve 20. letech se jim tu narodili
synové Hanus a Egon. Se zacatkem valky se prestéhovali do Kopernikovy ulice, a jakmile jim bylo jasné, Ze pfichazeji zIé Casy, zazadali o vystéhovalecké pasy
do Jizni Ameriky. Marné, celd rodina jela 22.ledna 1942 do ghetta Terezin a za ¢tvrt roku 25. 5. 1942 odeslana na smrt do Lublinu.

Druha dcera Helena se provdala za obchodnika Sigmunda Steinera a méla s nim syna Kurta. KdyZ povyrostl, poslali ho do uceni na zubniho technika ke strycku
Popperovi. Nékdy pred zac¢atkem valky Helena ovdovéla. Jeji manzel provozoval velkoobchod, takze finanéné zajisténa nejspis byla, ale ne na dlouho.

Zacala platit omezeni a zakazy pro Zidy a pred Vanoci 1941 nékdo Helenu udal, Ze nakupuje mouku bez specidlnich listkd. Za to ji soud ji udélil pét mésicud
vézeni a pokutu 300 000 korun. Moc dlouho ve vézeni ale nepobyla, protoze o dva mésice pozdéji v lednu 42 byla spolec¢né se synem Kurtem a sestfinou
rodinou Popperovych prevezena do terezinského ghetta. Hned 11. 3. byl Julius Popper, jeho Zena Anna, synové Hanus a Egon, Helena Steinerova a jeji syn
Kurt deportovani do ghetta v Izbici. Nasledné byli nejspi$ zavrazdéni ve vyhlazovacim tabore Belzec.

Nejmladsi dcera Bedfiska si vzala obchodniho cestujiciho Roberta Saxe, kterému porodila 2. zafi 1932 dceru Lucinku. Bydleli v Solni ulici 1. V kvétnu 1939 si
manzelé zazadali o povoleni vystéhovat se do Dominikanské republiky, ale utéci nestacili. V roce 1941 Roberta zatklo gestapo, zemtel v inoru 1942



v koncentra¢nim tdbore Mauthausen. 18. ledna byly Bedfiska a jeji dcera Lucie deportovany do terezinského ghetta a 18. 12. 1943 byly obé v rdmci druhé
viny transportl do terezinského rodinného tabora odvezeny do Birkenau, tam mozna néjakou dobu prezivaly, ale konce valky nedozily.

Déda Julius s babi¢kou Pavlou se béhem okupace museli z vétSiho bytu prestéhovat do Bendovy ulice. Julius pfisel o Zivnost a délal pomocného délnika.
18.1.1942 byli oba spolu s dcerou Bedfiskou a vnuckou Lucinkou zafazeni do transportu do ghetta Terezin. 15. 10. 1942 pak byli Julius a Pavla deportovani do
Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni. Jedna velka rodina byla vyhlazena.

Julius Gottlieb was born in June 1872 in the small village of Myslkovice, near Tabor. He was the middle child of five. He had an older brother, Siegfried, who
became a doctor, an older sister, Josefina, and younger brothers Sigmund and Arnold. As he grew up, Julius realized that life in the countryside wasn’t enough
for him, so he moved to the bustling city of Plzen. And he thrived. He found an apartment on Sedla¢kova Street, right in the city center, close to the synagogue.

He started a business, running a shop on Solni Street, where a bookstore now stands. Julius even owned a car and employed a driver, which was a luxury at the
time.

On October 24, 1875, in Plzen, a daughter named Pavla was born to the Tanzer family as the third of five children. She grew up with two older brothers, Isidor
and Alois, a younger brother, Otto, and the youngest sister, Olga. We know little about Pavla's early life until she married Julius Gottlieb, a businessman from
Plzen. Sometimes, she helped out at the shop on Solni Street or stood in for her husband when he couldn’t work. Other times, she managed their household on

Sedlackova Street. It was there that the couple had three beautiful daughters: Anna, Helena, and Bedfiska. The children grew up and began leading their own
lives.

The eldest daughter, Anna, married a successful dental technician, Julius Popper, and they moved to today’s Klatovska Street. In the 1920s, they had two sons,
Hanus and Egon. As the war began, the family moved to Kopernikova Street, and when it became clear that dark times were ahead, they applied for emigration
permit to the Dominican Republic. However, they were unsuccessful. On January 22, 1942, the entire family was deported to the Terezin ghetto and, three
months later, on May 25, 1942, sent to their deaths in Lublin.

The second daughter, Helena, married businessman Sigmund Steiner and had a son, Kurt. When Kurt grew older, he began training as a dental technician with
his uncle, Julius Popper. Shortly before the war, Helena became a widow. Although her husband ran a wholesale business and she was financially secure, this
did not last long.

Restrictions and prohibitions for Jews began, and shortly before Christmas in 1941, Helena was reported for buying flour without special ration cards. She was
sentenced to five months in prison and fined 300,000 crowns. However, she did not stay in prison long because two months later, in January 1942, she, her son
Kurt, and her sister Anna's family, the Poppers, were deported to the Terezin ghetto. On March 11, 1942, Julius Popper, his wife Anna, their sons Hanu$ and
Egon, Helena Steiner, and her son Kurt were deported to the ghetto in Izbica. They were likely murdered in the extermination camp Belzec.



The youngest daughter, Bedfiska, married traveling salesman Robert Saxe and gave birth to a daughter, Lucinka, on September 2, 1932. They lived at 1 Solni
Street. In May 1939, the couple applied for permission to emigrate to the Dominican Republic, but they were unable to escape. In 1941, Robert was arrested by
the Gestapo and died in February 1942 in the Mauthausen concentration camp. On January 18, 1942, Bedtiska and her daughter Lucie were deported to the
Terezin ghetto. On December 18, 1943, they both were sent in the second wave of transports to the Terezin family camp in Birkenau. They may have survived
for some time there, but they did not live to see the end of the war.

During the occupation, grandparents Julius and Pavla had to leave their larger apartment and move to Bendova Street. Julius lost his business and worked as a
laborer. On January 18, 1942, they, along with their daughter Bedfiska and granddaughter Lucinka, were deported to the Terezin ghetto. On October 15, 1942,
Julius and Pavla were deported to Treblinka, where they were murdered. One large family was annihilated.
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
