JANA A HERMAN GOTTLIEBOVI A JEJICH SYN PAVEL

Jana se narodila 8. prosince 1878 Hermannovi a Ulrice Weilovym ve mésté Tabor. MoZna byla
vytouzené dité, jeji rodice méli jesté dceru Reginu, ktera byla o dvacet dva let starsi. Se svym budoucim
manZelem Hefmanem se Ulrika nejspi$ setkala vjiznich Cechach, pochazel ze Stfiovic na
Jindfichohradecku, kde se narodil Karlu a Josefiné Gottliebovym 3. srpna 1869. Dva roky po ném pfisel
na svét jesté Max a Hefman mél navic Sest dalsSich sourozencll z otcova prvniho manzelstvi. Nevime,
kde a kdy se manzelé setkali a kdy pfili do zapadnich Cech, jisté ale je, Ze se jim 6. ¢ervna 1901 v Plzni
narodil syn Pavel.
Zili ve Wankové, dnes Jungmannové ulici, Hefman byl obchodni cestujici, Jana provozovala ddmské
krejcovstvi. V roce 1928 nékdo rozbil v jeji dilné ve druhém patie okno. Policejni zapis o udalosti je
pozoruhodny svou peclivosti — policie vyslechla sousedy, jejichz okna vedla do dvora, ptala se
obchodnika Saluse, cukrarského mistra Novaka a jeho zaméstnancd, profesora Podzimka, doktora prav
Trejbala i sluhy Jelinka z Méstanské besedy. Nakonec pfipad odloZila i proto, Ze ve dvofe domu byla
zahradni restaurace s kuzelnikem, a proto bylo krajné nepravdépodobné, Ze by byl pachatel objeven.
Syn Pavel zUstal svobodny, stal se ufednikem, bydlel s rodi¢i ve Wankové ulici a nemél to viibec lehké,
protoZe byl gay a homosexualita byla v mezivéle¢ném Ceskoslovensku trestna.

Po prichodu nacistd byl Hefman, Jana i Pavel z bytu ve Wankové ulici vystéhovani do Jatecni ulice 15,
tam jim také prisel prikaz k nastupu do transportu R odjizdéjiciho 18. ledna 1942 do Terezina. Pavel byl
za dva mésice zarazen do transportu do Izbice, valku nepfeZil. Jana a Hefman zlstali v ghettu do
podzimu, 15. fijna byli transportem Bv deportovani do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni.

Jana was born on December 8, 1878, to Hermann and Ulrica Weil in the town of Tabor. She may have
been a much-wanted child, as her parents already had a daughter, Regina, who was twenty-two years
older. Ulrica likely met her future husband, Hefman, in South Bohemia. He came from StfiZzovice near
Jindfichlv Hradec, where he was born to Karel and Josefina Gottlieb on August 3, 1869. Two years
after him, his brother Max was born, and Hefman also had six other siblings from his father's first
marriage. It is unknown when and where the couple first met or when they moved to Western
Bohemia, but it is certain that on June 6, 1901, their son Pavel was born in Plzen.

They lived in Wankova Street, now Jungmannova Street. Hefman was a traveling salesman, while Jana
ran a ladies' tailor shop. In 1928, someone broke a window in her workshop on the second floor. The



police report about the incident is remarkable for its thoroughness — the police questioned neighbors
whose windows faced the courtyard, they asked merchant Salus, pastry master Novak and his
employees, Professor Podzimek, lawyer Trejbal, and servant Jelinek from the Méstanska Beseda.
Ultimately, the case was closed, partly because there was a garden restaurant with a bowling alley in
the courtyard of the building, making it highly unlikely that the perpetrator would be identified. Their
son Pavel remained unmarried, became a civil servant, and lived with his parents in Wankova Street.
His life was difficult because he was gay, and homosexuality was illegal in Czechoslovakia between the
wars.

After the Nazi occupation, Hefman, Jana, and Pavel were evicted from their apartment in Wankova
Street and moved to Jatecni Street 15. It was there that they received the order for deportation to the
transport R, which was set to depart for Terezin on January 18, 1942. Two months later, on March 17,
Pavel was transferred to a transport to Izbice, where he did not survive the war. Jana and Hefman
remained in the ghetto until the fall of 1942. On October 15, they were deported by transport Bv to
Treblinka, where they were murdered.
