ZOFIE GLASEROVA

Zofie Glaserova se narodila 26. 10. 1872 jako Sofie Damaskova. S rodi¢i Eduardem a Rosou bydleli ve
Vidni, kde vyr(istala v dobfe zajisténé rodiné se tfemi mladsimi sourozenci — Elsou, Emilem a
Moritzem. Seznamila se s vojenskym Iékafem Rudolfem Glaserem, kterého si pozdéji vzala. Zili ve
Vidni, ovsem manzel byl v rdmci habsburské monarchie ¢asto prekladan, a tak svou jedinou dceru
porodila v Jaroslawi v dneSnim Polsku. HolCicka se narodila 23. bfezna 1895 a dostala jméno Gisela.

Rudolf se stal vrchnim Stabnim |ékafem a rodina se prestéhovala zpét do Vidné. Roku 1925 se tam
dcera Gisela provdala za pravnika JUDr. Gottlieba Ferdinanda Altschula. Zofie a Rudolf se na stafi
prestéhovali do Zatce, odkud Rudolf pochdzel. Kdyz zemrel, odesla Zofie do Plzné do Purkyriovy a
pozdéji do Ri¥ské, dnes Predovské ulice. Na jafe 1938 po anslusu Rakouska méla ur¢ité velké obavy o
pfibuzné ve Vidni, Zil tam jeji bratr Emil, sestra Elsa, dcera Gisela s manzelem. Videnské vétvi rodiny se
ale podafilo uniknout, do New Yorku se s jistotou podafilo odjet Emilovi, Elsinym détem Marii a
Ludwigovi a také Zofiiné dcefi Gisele a jejimu muzi doktoru Gottliebu Altschulovi.

Zofii nacistické urady presté&hovaly z jejiho velkého bytu v Ridské ulici do domu v Husové 15. Do
terezinského ghetta jela 18. 1. 1942. MoZna se v Tereziné potkala se svou Zateckou Svagrovou,
Rudolfovou sestrou Bertovou Spitzovou. Sdilely stejny osud, ve dvou rliznych transportech byly 15.
10. a 19. 10. 1942 deportovany do Treblinky a tam zavrazdény.

Zofie Glaserova was born on October 26, 1872, as Sofie Damaskova. She lived with her
parents, Eduard and Rosa, in Vienna, where she grew up in a well-off family with three
younger siblings — Elsa, Emil, and Moritz. She met the military doctor Rudolf Glaser, whom
she later married. They lived in Vienna, but her husband was frequently transferred within the
Austro-Hungarian Empire, and thus, their only daughter was born in Jarostaw, in present-day
Poland. The baby girl was born on March 23, 1895, and was named Gisela.



Rudolf became a senior staff doctor, and the family moved back to Vienna. In 1925, their
daughter Gisela married a lawyer JUDr. Gottlieb Ferdinand Altschul. In their old age, Zofie
and Rudolf moved to Zatec, where Rudolf came from. After his death, Zofie moved to Plzet,
first to Purkyfiova Street, and later to Ri§ské Street, now Presovska Street. In the spring of
1938, after the Anschluss of Austria, she must have been deeply worried about her relatives in
Vienna, where her brother Emil, her sister Elsa, and her daughter Gisela with her husband
lived. The Vienna branch of the family managed to escape, and Emil, Elsa's children, Maria
and Ludwig, and Zofie's daughter Gisela and her husband, Dr. Gottlieb Altschul, successfully
emigrated to New York.

The Nazi authorities relocated Zofie from her large apartment on Ri3ska Street to a house at
15 Husova Street. On January 18, 1942, she was transported to the Terezin ghetto. It is
possible that she met her sister-in-law, Rudolf's sister Bertova Spitzové, from Zatec there.
They shared the same fate, and in two different transports, they were deported to Treblinka on
October 15 and 19, 1942, where they were murdered.
