ADOLF A HERMINA SCHANZEROVI

syn Ota

Adolf Schanzer se narodil 9. kvétna 1873 v DneSicich jako druhé dité Leopolda

Schanzera a Johanny Schanzerové. Mél tfi bratry a Ctyfi sestry. Za manzelku si vzal Herminu

Progesovou, kterd se narodila 22. bfezna 1881 v Rokycanech Albertu Abrahamovi a Marii

Progesovym. Hermina méla pét sester a jednoho bratra. Spole¢né Zili v Plzni v Goethové ulici

Cislo 4. V roce 1908 se jim narodila dcera Helena, ale zemrela ve véku ¢tyf mésicl. Za rok na to se narodila
Hedvika. Byla dvakrat vdana, podruhé za obchodnika Leopolda Ledece, ale jeji dalsi osud nezndame.

V roce 1914 se Schanzerovym narodil syn Ota Josef. Pracoval jako obchodni zastupce nejdfive v Brné, pozdéji
jako obchodni ptiruci v krejcovské firmé svého otce.

Adolf Schanzer byl spofadany ¢lovék s dobrou povésti. Vlastnil krejcovskou firmu a ve velkém obchodoval
s knofliky, provozoval obchod, kde pracovala i jeho Zena Hermina. Potkalo ho par patdlii: v bfeznu 1923 rozbil
nahly vitr oteviené okno vykladni skfiné, kterou Schanzerova firma pronajimala Stanislavu Vdclavovi. Proti
Skodé byla firma pojiSténa. V brfeznu 1934 se do Schanzerovy kancelate vioupal zlodéj. Ukroutil zamek
prvnich dvefi, ale nepodafilo se mu dostat pres druhé dvere.

Na konci fijna 1938 si Schanzerovi zazddali o cestovni pas do Spojenych statld. Na cestu byli vybaveni
obnosem 50 000 korun. Oficialnim divodem byla navstéva svétové vystavy, ale je vysoce pravdépodobné,
Ze se ve skutecnosti chtéli dostat za Adolfovym bratrem Henrym nebo Hermininou sestrou Rosou, ktefi uz
v USA zili.

Zadosti o pas bylo vyhovéno 7. listopadu 1938 a v lété 1939 si o pas zazadal i syn Ota, ale nikomu z nich se
uz vycestovat nepodafrilo. 18. ledna 1942 vsichni tfi odjeli transportem R do Terezina. Ota byl uz 23. dubna
deportovan do Majdanku a tam zavrazdén. Adolf a Hermina zUstali v ghettu do podzimu, 19. fijna byli
zarazeni do transportu Bw do Treblinky a tam byli zavrazdéni.

Adolf Schanzer was born on May 9, 1873, in DneSice as the second child of Leopold Schanzer and Johanna
Schanzerova. He had three brothers and four sisters. He married Hermina Progesovd, who was born on
March 22, 1881, in Rokycany to Albert Abraham and Marie Progesova. Hermina had five sisters and one
brother. They lived together in Plzen at 4 Goethova Street. In 1908, they had a daughter named Helena,
who died at the age of four months. A year later, they had another daughter, Hedvika, who was twice
married, first to a merchant named Leopold Ledec, but her later fate is unknown.

In 1914, the Schanzers had a son, Ota Josef. He worked as a sales representative, first in Brno, and later as
a commercial assistant in his father's tailoring business.



Adolf Schanzer was a respectable man with a good reputation. He owned a tailoring business and was
heavily involved in the button trade, operating a store where his wife Hermina also worked. He faced a few
difficulties: in March 1923, a sudden wind shattered a window in a showcase rented by Schanzer’s
company to Stanislav Vaclav. The company was insured for the damage. In March 1934, a thief broke into
Schanzer’s office. He managed to break the lock of the first door, but could not get through the second
door.

At the end of October 1938, the Schanzers applied for a travel passport to the United States. They were
equipped with 50,000 korunas for the trip. The official reason was to visit the World Exposition, but it is
highly likely that they actually wanted to join Adolf’s brother Henry or Hermina’s sister Rosa, who were
already living in the USA.

Their passport request was approved on November 7, 1938, and in the summer of 1939, their son Ota also
applied for a passport, but none of them managed to leave. On January 18, 1942, the three of them were
deported in transport R to Terezin. Ota was deported to Majdanek on April 23 and was murdered there.
Adolf and Hermina remained in the ghetto until the fall. On October 19, they were included in transport
Bw to Treblinka, where they were murdered.
