Adolf se narodil Anné a Aloisovi Ldwyovym 22. dubna 1873 v Radnicich u Rokycan jako nejstar$i z celkem deseti sourozenct. Cast rodiny véetné Adolfa se
prestéhovala do Plzné do ulice U Zvonu 7 a on sdm pozdéji v dospélosti Zil nedaleko na Denisové nabrezi 4, to uz byl obchodnik. Vzal si Lauru Lowyovou, o niz
nic nevime, jen to, Ze se narodila 9. ¢ervence 1884 a méla pribuzné v Rakousku a v Polsku. S Adolfem nejspi§ neméla podle vieho snadny Zivot. Nejcastéji
obchodoval se senem a korimi a nékdy se mu hodné dafilo, vlastnil napfiklad v tu dobu luxusni viz Praga, typ Piccolo a také bydlel v modernim byté. Jeho
podnikani ale provazely i tézkosti a také nékolik rdznorodych udani. Nejdfiv mél potize s psikem, v roce 1923 byl udan za to, Ze nechal svoji bilou fenu volné
pobihat po Anglickém nabrezi bez nahubku. Byl také nékolikrat podezfivan z danovych podvodu a neplaceni dluhi, napfiklad firmé Jurak dluzil v té dobé témér
30 000 korun za seno. Dluh nezaplatil, dostal se do exekuce a jeho pohodIny Zivot skoncil, protoZze zchudl. U obchodovani ale zGstal.

Lowyovi se jisté alespon obcas vidali s rodinami Adolfovych sourozencu. Sestra Rosalie se provdala do Prahy za obchodnika Kerna, Zili v Kaprové ulici. 19. 10. 42
jela stejnym transportem do Treblinky, kde byla zavrazdéna. Také Malvina se provdala za prazského obchodnika Adolfa Weisse. Zahynula v Osvétimi 26. 10. 42.
Vilhelmina si v roce 1912 vzala rakouského obchodnika Gustava Rosenzweiga, Zili ve Vidni, v listopadu 1941 byla deportovana do ghetta v Lodzi, nepfezila. |
Josefina se provdala do Vidné, a to za zubniho technika pana Hornera. Zemftela v roce 1918. Bratr Vilhelm, také obchodnik s korimi, si vzal v roce 1920 Herminu
Loéwyovou, zahynul v Mauthausenu 20. Unora 1942. Bratr Josef mél stésti, odeSel do Spojenych statli a zemrel v roce 1965 ve Wisconsinu. Sestra Kamila se v



roce 1919 provdala za prazského obchodnika Adolfa Becka, bydleli na Narodni tfidé, v roce 1921 se jim narodil syn FrantiSek, jemuzZ se podafrilo valku prezit, ale
Kamila byla zavrazdéna v Treblince. Nejmladsi bratr Jaroslav se prestéhoval do Uherského Hradisté a stejné jako Vilhelm zahynul v Mauthausenu 20. Unora
1942. O sestfe Erné nic nevime.

0d poloviny 30. let 7ili Adolf a Laura v Lucemburské (dnes Skroupové) ulici 8.

Oba byli 26. 1. 1942 deportovan z Plzné do Terezina, kde byli pfes pul roku a 19. 10. 1942 byli, stejné jako Adolfovy sestry Rosalie a Kamila, zafazeni do
transportu Bw do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni.

Adolf was born to Anna and Alois Loéwy on 22 April 1873 in Radnice near Rokycany as the eldest of ten siblings. Part of the family, including Adolf, moved to
Plzen to U Zvonu Street 7, and later in adulthood he himself lived nearby at Denisovo nabrezi 4, by then a merchant. He married Laura Lowy, about whom
we know nothing, only that she was born on 9 July 1884 and had relatives in Austria and Poland. She probably didn't have an easy life with Adolf. He mostly
traded in hay and horses and sometimes prospered greatly, owning, for example, a Praga luxury car, type Piccolo, at that time, and also living in a modern
apartment. However, his business was also connected with difficulties and several different denunciations. First he had trouble with his dog, and in 1923 he
was denounced for letting his white bitch run loose on the English Embankment without a muzzle. He was also suspected of tax fraud and non-payment of
debts on several occasions, for example he owed the company Jurdk nearly CZK 30 000 for hay at the time. He failed to pay the debt, went into foreclosure
and his comfortable life ended because he became poor. But he stayed in business.

The Lowys certainly saw the families of Adolf's siblings at least occasionally. Sister Rosalie married Kern, a merchant, in Prague, and they lived in Kaprova
Street. On 19 October 1942, she took the same transport to Treblinka, where she was murdered. Malvina married Adolf Weiss, a Prague merchant. She
perished in Auschwitz on 26 October 1942. Vilhelmina married Austrian merchant Gustav Rosenzweig in 1912, they lived in Vienna, in November 1941 she
was deported to the Lodz ghetto, she did not survive. Josefina married a dental technician, Mr. Horner, in Vienna. She died in 1918. Brother Wilhelm, also a
horse trader, married Hermina Lowy in 1920, and died in Mauthausen on 20 February, 1942. Brother Joseph was lucky, he went to the United States and died
in 1965 in Wisconsin. Sister Kamila married a Prague merchant Adolf Beck in 1919, they lived on Narodni tfida, and in 1921 their son FrantiSek was born.He
managed to survive the war, but Kamila was murdered in Treblinka. The youngest brother Jaroslav moved to Uherské Hradisté and, like Vilhelm, perished in
Mauthausen on 20 February 1942. We do not know anything about his sister Erna.

From the mid-1930s, Adolf and Laura lived at Luxemburgska 8 (today Skroupova) Street.

Both were deported from Plzeri to Terezin on 26 January 1942, where they stayed for over half a year, and on 19 October 1942, like Adolf's sisters Rosalie and
Kamila, they were put on the Bw transport to Treblinka and murdered there.
