OLGA BLOCHOVA A JEJi SYN PAVEL

Olga Blochova, rozena LukSova, pfisla na svét 12. dubna 1873 v malé vesnici Dub u Volyné. Bydlela se svymi sedmi
sourozenci a s rodi¢i Marii a Josefem. Zivot, ktery zacal pod vlidnou stfechou jeji rodiny, v dospélosti nabral zcela novy
smér, kdyZ se roku 1902 provdala za Bohumila Blocha a usadila se s nim v Plzni na Prazské ulici €. 9. Bohumil, femeslnik
s Zivnosti ¢alounickou, a Olga spolecné vychovavali dvé déti, dceru Markétu a syna Pavla. Spolecné roky ale skoncily
predcasné, kdyz Bohumil zemrel roku 1932 a Olga se ocitla nejen sama, ale i zatizena dluhy na danich a starosti o velké
¢alounictvi, v némz zaméstnavala pomocniky a vychovavala ucedniky.

Navzdory tézké situaci se nevzdala, vedla firmu, vychovala déti.

Dcera Markéta se vdala do Prahy, syn Pavel Sest let studoval gymnazium a po ni v Praze medicinu, ale pak onemocnél,
Skoly musel zanechat a Olga zaplatila za sloZitou operaci jeho stfedniho ucha 30 000,- korun. Dluh na danich se s Olgou
tahl nékolik let, az v roce 1938 ji urady c¢ast odpustily i proto, Ze by musela propustit své pomocniky a ti by tak pftisli o
moznost obZivy. Pavel po vylééeni pracoval jako obchodni ptiruéi v rodinné Zivnosti a bydlel v byté u své matky. Byl
dobrodruzné povahy, v bfeznu 1933 si Uspésné zazadal o zbrojni pas na bubinkovy revolver s odlvodnénim, Ze vlastni
chatu v lese a ta byla jiz nékolikrat vyloupena. Mél i flobertku, na niZ ovSiem povoleni nemél, a v srpnu 1933 roku dostal
pokutu, protoze pred ¢leny Ceského plaveckého klubu a dal$imi navitévniky na plovarné u Radbuzy predvadél své
mistrovstvi stfelbou do terce. V listopadu 1938 jej a nékolik dalSich udal nezaméstnany cisnik Rudolf Podskalsky, ze
v hostinci Bohuslava Stefla v Andélské, dnes Bezrucové ulici hréli s marid$ovymi kartami nepovolenou, ovéem podle
vSeho za 1. republiky nesmirné oblibenou hru ,Moje teta, tvoje teta”, dnes zndmou i z pisné Richarda Miillera Srdce
jako kniZze Rohan: ,,Moje teta, tvoje teta, parole/ dvaatficet karet kiepci na stole/ mésic sviti sdm a chleba neZere/ ty
to ale koukej trefit, frajere.” V breznu 1939 byl popotahovan za totézZ v souvislosti s hrou v kavarné Slavie na ndmésti
Republiky. Jesté v dubnu 1940 podavala policie o tomto incidentu hlaseni Okresnimu soudu v Plzni. V roce 1940 byl
zatCen a 7. 2. 1942 zavrazdén v koncentra¢nim tdbore Mauthausen. Osud dcery Markéty nezname.

Olga se musela prestéhovat z velkého bytu v Prazské ulici do Halkovy ulice, do Terezina jela transportem T 26. ledna
1942 jako posledni z domu. 19. 10. 1942 byla z terezinského ghetta deportovana do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéna.

Olga Blochova, née LukSovd, was born on April 12, 1873, in the small village of Dub near Volyné. She lived with her
seven siblings and parents, Marie and Josef, in a home that provided a warm and loving environment. However, her
life took a completely different turn in adulthood when, in 1902, she married Bohumil Bloch and settled with him in
Plzen at Prague Street No. 9. Bohumil, a craftsman with a upholstery business, and Olga raised two children together:
a daughter, Markéta, and a son, Pavel. However, their life together ended prematurely when Bohumil passed away in
1932. Olga found herself not only alone but also burdened with debts from taxes and the responsibility of managing a
large upholstery business, where she employed helpers and trained apprentices.

Despite the difficult situation, she did not give up. She managed the business and raised her children. Her daughter
Markéta married and moved to Prague, while her son Pavel attended a grammar school for six years and later studied
medicine in Prague. However, Pavel fell ill and had to abandon his studies. Olga paid 30,000 Czech koruna for a
complicated surgery on his middle ear. Olga’s tax debt lingered for several years, until 1938, when authorities forgave
part of it, partly to prevent her from having to lay off her employees, who would lose their livelihood. After recovering,
Pavel worked as a sales assistant in the family business and lived in an apartment with his mother. Pavel had an
adventurous spirit. In March 1933, he successfully applied for a gun license for a revolver with a drum, explaining that



he owned a cabin in the woods that had been robbed several times. He also had a flobert rifle, for which he did not
have a permit. In August 1933, he was fined for demonstrating his shooting skills in front of members of the Czech
Swimming Club and other visitors at the swimming pool by the Radbuza River. In November 1938, he and several
others were reported by an unemployed waiter, Rudolf Podskalsky, for playing an unauthorized game of cards called
"Moje teta, tvoje teta" (My Aunt, Your Aunt) in Bohuslav Stefl's pub in Andélskd, now Bezru€ova Street. This game,
though illegal, was extremely popular during the First Republic, as reflected in Richard Miiller's song "Srdce jako knize
Rohan" ("Heart like Prince Rohan"): "Moje teta, tvoje teta, parole / thirty-two cards dance on the table / the moon
shines alone and doesn't eat bread / but you better hit it, buddy." In March 1939, he was prosecuted for the same
incident related to playing the game in the Slavie Café at Republic Square. Even in April 1940, the police were still
reporting this case to the District Court in Plzen. Pavel was arrested in 1940 and was murdered at the Mauthausen
concentration camp on February 7, 1942. The fate of his daughter Markéta remains unknown.

Olga had to move from her large apartment on Prague Street to Halkova Street. She was deported to Terezin on
transport T on January 26, 1942, as the last person from her household. On October 19, 1942, she was deported from
the Terezin ghetto to Treblinka, where she was murdered.
