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Josef Kraus se narodil v den 4. ¢ervna 1868 v Dolnich Kralovicich Terezii a Friedmanovi
Krausovym pochazejicim z Kolina. Jako dospély se prestéhoval do Hlohovi¢ek u Rokycan,
seznamil se s o pét let starsi vdovou Josefinou z KraSovic u Dolni Bélé (8. 4. 1863) a 10. ledna
1899 se v Rokycanech vzali. 22. zafi téhoz roku se jim narodila dcera, po babi¢ce pojmenovana
Terezie. Poté se prestéhovali do Plzné a Josef pracoval jako délnik u firmy Hofman. Ydleli
v Palackého ulici 5. V roce 1923 prosla rodina z neznamych dtvodu velkou krizi — Josef se kvdli
,riznicim s dcerou Terezii, 19 let starou” pokusil o sebevrazdu obésenim, nastésti ho na
posledni chvili nalezla pravé Terezie, a zachranila mu tak Zivot. Byl nejspi$ hodné nervak, nebot
v roce 1931 jel s dvoukolovym vozikem po pési cesté okolo hotelu Continental, pokaral ho za
to straznik, ale Josef na néj zacal kficet, Ze po této cesté jezdi osmndact let a zda chtéji znat i
jméno jeho babicky. Strazniky to muselo zaujmout, kdyZz vSe zaznamenali. Josefova Zena
Josefina vlastnila auto znacky Skoda 430 se kterym mé&la mnoho starosti, to pak prodala a
koupila si Skodu 422, kterou v roce 33 prodala panu Motyckovi do Prahy. Josefina byla
soukromnici a vlastnila z prvniho manzelstvi byt v KraSovicich. M¢la syna Vladislava, ktery se
ji staral o gardz. Terezie se ve dvacatych letech vdala do Prahy za pana Schenka, ale brzo
ovdovéla a vydélavala si jako posluhovacka. Ackoli desitky let manzelé bydleli v Plzni, pobyt
méli oba manzelé hlaseny stale v Hlohovi¢kach, tam jim také pfislo predvoldni do transportu
S do Terezina na 22. 1. 1942, Jejich dcera Terezie byla z Prahy do Terezina deportovéana 8. zafi
1942 a hned 22. zafi 1942 jela transportem do Malého Trostince, kde byla zavrazdéna. Jeji
rodice zUstali v ghettu Terezin do podzimu 1942. 15. fijna byli oba deportovani do Treblinky a
tam zavrazdéni.

Josef Kraus was born on June 4, 1868, in Dolni Kralovice to Terezie and Friedman Kraus,
who came from Kolin. As an adult, he moved to Hlohovicky near Rokycany, where he met
Josefina, a widow five years his senior from KraSovice near Dolni B€la (born April 8, 1863).
They married on January 10, 1899, in Rokycany. On September 22 of the same year, their
daughter was born and named Terezie after her grandmother.

They later moved to Plzen, where Josef worked as a laborer for the Hofman company. They
lived at 5 Palackého Street. In 1923, the family went through a major crisis for unknown
reasons—Josef attempted suicide by hanging due to "conflicts with his 19-year-old daughter
Terezie." Fortunately, it was Terezie who found him just in time and saved his life.




He was likely quite high-strung, as evidenced by an incident in 1931 when he was pulling a
two-wheeled cart along a pedestrian path near the Continental Hotel. A police officer scolded
him, but Josef began shouting that he had been using that path for eighteen years and asked if
they wanted to know his grandmother’s name too. The officers must have found this
noteworthy, as they recorded the whole incident.

Josef's wife, Josefina, owned a Skoda 430 car, which caused her many problems. She
eventually sold it and bought a Skoda 422, which she sold in 1933 to a Mr. Moty¢ka in
Prague. Josefina was self-employed and owned an apartment in Krasovice from her first
marriage. She had a son, Vladislav, who took care of her garage.

In the 1920s, their daughter Terezie married Mr. Schenk in Prague, but was soon widowed
and earned a living as a maid. Although the couple had lived in Plzen for decades, their
official residence was still registered in Hlohovicky. It was there that they received a
summons for transport S to Terezin on January 22, 1942.

Their daughter Terezie was deported from Prague to Terezin on September 8, 1942, and just
two weeks later, on September 22, she was sent on a transport to Maly Trostenets, where she
was murdered. Her parents remained in the Terezin ghetto until the fall of 1942. On October
15, they were both deported to Treblinka and murdered there.
