JINDRICH SCHWARZBART A JEHO ZENA ELEONORA
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Jindfich se narodil 3. listopadu 1870 ve Vodnanech Zacharidsi a Julii Schwarzbartovym.
Nevime, kdy se setkal se svou budouci Zenou Eleonorou pochazejici z vesnice Dub u Prachatic,
kde se narodila 19. ¢ervna 1872 Markusovi a BedfiSce Holubovym. Vzali se, Zili v Plzni a Jindfich
se stal spolumajitelem velkoobchodu s médnim zboZim a obchodu s délnickym pradlem
Lederer-Schwarzbart, ktery sidlil v Riegerové ulici. Firmé se dobre dafilo, méla auto Fiat se
Soférem, manzelé jezdivali do zahranici, ale podle zdznamU neméli déti. Bydleli v Plachého ulici
29 a také v nedaleké Nerudové 26, zde méli ve vnitrobloku i zahradu s ovocnymi stromy, jak
vime z hlaseni na policii, v némz udavd, ze mu kdosi odcizil Urodu z jabloné a dvou hrusni.
Tésné pred deportaci bydleli Schwarzbartovi v Kramafovych sadech 1 (dnes$ni sady
Pétatricatnikd).

18. ledna 1942 odjeli transportem R do terezinského ghetta, Eleonora zde ale tyden po
pfijezdu 25. ledna zemfrela. Jindfich zlstal v Tereziné do podzimu, kdy byl zafazen do
transportu Bw, 19. fijna byl deportovan do Treblinky a tam zavrazdén.

Jindfich was born on November 3, 1870, in Vodnany to Zacharias and Julie Schwarzbart. We
do not know when he met his future wife, Eleonora, who came from the village of Dub near
Prachatice, where she was born on June 19, 1872, to Markus and Bedtiska Holub. They got
married, lived in Plzen, and Jindfich became a co-owner of the wholesale fashion goods and
workers' underwear store Lederer-Schwarzbart, located on Rieger Street. The business was
doing well; they owned a Fiat car with a chauffeur, traveled abroad, but according to
records, they had no children.



They lived at 29 Plachého Street and also at 26 Nerudova Street, where they had a garden
with fruit trees in the courtyard. This is known from a police report in which Jindfich stated
that someone had stolen the harvest from his apple tree and two pear trees. Shortly before
their deportation, the Schwarzbarts lived at 1 Kramarovy Sady (today’s Sady Pétatficatnika).

On January 18, 1942, they were transported on Transport R to the Theresienstadt ghetto.
However, Eleonora died there a week after their arrival, on January 25. Jindfich remained in
Theresienstadt until the fall, when he was placed in Transport Bw and deported to Treblinka
on October 19, where he was murdered.
