ELEONORA ZIRKLOVA A JEJi RODINA
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Vpravo dcera Erna

Eleonora se narodila 2. prosince 1871 ve Stodé Katefiné a Jolemu Bernardovym. Byla tfeti holcicka v
rodiné, na svété uz byla Ctyrleta Sofie a dvouletd Anna. A kdyzZ byly dva rody Eleonofe, pfibyla ¢tvrta
dcera Adelheid a za rok poté bratr Albert. Nevime presné, za jakych okolnosti se seznamila se svym
budoucim muzem Jakubem Zirklem. Ten pochazel z Jistebnice u Tabora a byl o sedm let starsi nez
Eleonora, vzali se v Praze v ¢ervenci roku 1899. Zili v Eleonofiné rodném Stodu, otevieli si tu obchod
se smiSenym zbozim, ¢asem i vlastni dim a dafilo se jim dobte. UZ rok po svatbé 29. cervence 1900
pfiSel na svét syn Ervin, 8. kvétna 1904 se narodila dcera Erna a 2. ¢ervna 1913 nejmladsi Osvald. Déti
vyrostly a zafidily si vlastni Zivoty - Erna se provdala, jmenovala se Mentschekova, ale o jejim muzi Ci
détech se ndm nepovedlo nic najit. Ervin se stal drednikem a Zil v Praze na Smichové v Premyslové ulici,
urednikem byl i nejmladsi Oskar, ktery pracoval v Domazlicich.

PriSel podzim 1938 a s nim tézké Casy. Eleonora a Jakub odesli ze Stoda, ktery byl na Némeckem
zabraném Uzemi, protoze se obdvali nacistickych represi. Zidovskd obec v Plzni jim ptidélila byt
v Plachého ulici 32. Vzal si s sebou Uspory 6 000,- korun, ve Stodé zlstal jeho dlim a obchod v celkové
hodnoté 150 000,-. Oskarovy dalsi Osudy nezndme. Ervin se z Prahy prestéhoval krodi¢im do
Plachého ulice stejné jako sestra Erna.

Vsichni Ctyfi dostali pfedvolanku do transportu R odjizdéjiciho 18. ledna 1942 do terezinského ghetta.
Erna tam zUstala necely mésic, uz 17. bfezna byla deportovana do ghetta v Izbici a byla zavrazdéna.
Otec Jakub velmi téZce nesl podminky v ghettu a 30. ¢ervna zemfrel. Syn Ervin nastoupil 1. zafi do
transportu Be sméfujiciho do Rigy. Vlak nakonec dojel aZ do estonského Raasiku a naprosta vétsina lidi
byla postfilena v lese na planiné Kalevi-Liiva, mezi nimi i Ervin. Eleonora zUstala v Tereziné sama. 15.
fijna byla transportem Bw deportovana do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéna.

Eleonora was born on 2 December 1871 in Stoda to Katefina and Jolem Bernard. She was the third girl
in the family, four-year-old Sophie and two-year-old Anna were already born. And when there were
two families of Eleonora, a fourth daughter Adelheid was added, and a year later a brother Albert. We
do not know exactly under what circumstances she met her future husband, Jacob Zirkle. He came
from Jistebnice near Tabor and was seven years older than Eleonora; they married in Prague in July
1899. They lived in Eleonora's hometown of Stod, opened a general merchandise store, and eventually
opened their own house, and prospered. A year after their wedding, on 29 July 1900, their son Ervin
was born, on 8 May 1904 their daughter Erna was born, and on 2 June 1913 their youngest, Osvald,
was born. The children grew up and made their own lives - Erna married, her name was Mentschek,
but we have been unable to find anything about her husband or children. Ervin became a clerk and
lived in Prague in Smichov, Pfemyslova Street, and the youngest, Oskar, was also a clerk, working in
Domatzlice.

The autumn of 1938 came and with it hard times. Eleonora and Jakub left Stod, which was in German-
occupied territory, because they feared Nazi repression. The Jewish community in Pilsen assigned



them an apartment at 32 Plachého Street. He took with him his savings of 6,000 CZK, and his house
and shop, worth 150,000 CZK, remained in Stod. Oskar's further fate is unknown. Ervin moved from
Prague to his parents in Plachého Street, as did his sister Erna.

All four were summoned to transport R leaving for the Terezin ghetto on 18 January 1942.Erna stayed
there for less than a month, and on 17 March she was deported to the ghetto in Izbica and was
murdered.Father Jakub bore the conditions in the ghetto very hard and died on 30 June.On September
1, his son Ervin joined the Be transport bound for Riga.The train eventually reached Raasik, Estonia,
and the vast majority of the people were shot in the forest on the Kalevi-Liiva plain, among them
Ervin.Eleonora was left alone in Terezin.On October 15, she was deported to Treblinka by a Bw
transport and murdered there.
