MATYLDA A EMIL ZUNTERSTEINOVI

Matylda se narodila 6. bfezna 1882ve KSicich u Stfibra Marii a Josefu Kohnerovym. Emil Zunterstein,
narozeny 11. srpna. 1875 ve Stfibfe, Matyldu Emil potkal na posvicenské zabavé v sokolovné na podzim
1909 a brali se v bfeznu 1910. To byl krdsny bfezen! Zaucoval se tehdy jako obchodni pfiruci a Slo mu
to skvéle, umél se otacet a tahlo ho to ke kseftu. Ve Stfibfe si oteviel kolonidl se smiSenym zbozim. A
jak to umél s panickami: ,,Ruku libam, milostivd, co pak to bude dneska? Je libo pomerancée nebo
brazilskou kdvu? M4 ucta, rddo se stalo...” To byla pro néj nejlepsi doba. V roce 1918 Matyldé a Emilovi
narodila dvojéata Irma a Marta. Obé se provdaly a obéma se podafilo v¢as odejit do ciziny,
pravdépodobné do USA. Po nacistickém zaboru Sudet se Emil a Matylda pfestéhovali do Plzné-Lini
k Matyldiné matce a po tom zlém breznu 1939 jim Zidovskd rada v Plzni pfidélila bydleni v Havlickové
ulici u Marty Léwyové a pozdéji v ulici U redemptoristl. Bydleni uslo, ale tusili, Ze bude hU¥, a tak si
obstarali povoleni k vycestovani do zamofi, padly na to vSechny jejich Uspory. Méli Stésti oproti jinym,
Ze méli z ceho brat, Emil vidycky umél vydélat penize a pas taky dostali. JenZe do toho se roznemohla
Emilova mdma ve Stfibre, dostala zapal plic, a tak ji vzal Emil k sobé do Plzné. Méli vycestovat do USA
za dcerami, ale nechtéli starou matku opustit. No a pak uz bylo pozdé, mama umrela a Emil s Matyldou
byli zafazeni do transportu R do Terezina, odjizdéli 18. ledna 1942.

Do Treblinky je deportovali 19. fijna 1942. Az vSichni vylezou z vlaku, povedou je cestou do nebe.
,HimmelstraRe”, tak esesaci fikaji cesté vedouci z tdbora Treblinka |, kde je umisténa vSechna logistika,
do tabora Treblinka Il. Rika se, 7e tabor funguje jako jatka, a ty tisice lidi, které sem ptivazeji vlaky,
nazenou do plynovych komor. Ploty tdbora se vyplétaji vétvemi, aby nebylo vidét, co se déje uvnitf.
Vsichni ale stejné védi — smrt pachne ve vzduchu. Emil Zunterstein se svou Zenou Matyldou budou
zavrazdéni hned v den pfijezdu.

Matylda was born on March 6, 1882, in KSice near Sttibro to Marie and Josef Kohner. Emil Zunterstein,
born on August 11, 1875, in Stfibro, met Matylda at a church fair in the Sokol Hall in the fall of 1909,
and they married in March 1910. It was a beautiful March! At the time, Emil was training as a shop
assistant, and he was doing great at it—he knew how to turn things around and was drawn to business.



He opened a general store in Stfibro selling a variety of goods. And how well he managed with the
ladies: "l kiss your hand, madam, what will it be today? Would you like oranges or Brazilian coffee? My
respects, it was my pleasure..." That was the best time for him. In 1918, Matylda and Emil had twin
daughters, Irma and Marta. Both got married, and both managed to leave for foreign countries,
probably to the USA, in time. After the Nazi occupation of the Sudetenland, Emil and Matylda moved
to Plzen-Liné to Matylda's mother, and after the dark March of 1939, the Jewish council in Plzen
assigned them housing on Havli¢kova Street with Marta Lowyova, later moving to U Redemptoristl
Street. The housing was okay, but they knew things would get worse, so they arranged for permits to
emigrate to overseas, using up all their savings. They were luckier than others, as they had the means
to do so; Emil had always known how to make money, and they also managed to get passports.
However, Emil's mother in Stfibro fell ill with pneumonia, so he took her to Plzen. They were supposed
to travel to the USA to join their daughters, but they didn't want to leave the old mother behind. And
then it was too late—his mother passed away, and Emil and Matylda were placed on transport R to
Terezin, leaving on January 18, 1942.

They were deported to Treblinka on October 19, 1942. Once everyone gets off the train, they will be
led along the path to heaven. "HimmelstraBe," as the SS referred to the road leading from the Treblinka
| camp, where all the logistics are located, to the Treblinka Il camp. It is said that the camp functions
like a slaughterhouse, and the thousands of people brought in by the trains are driven into the gas
chambers. The camp fences are woven with branches so that no one can see what is happening inside.
But everyone knows—the smell of death is in the air. Emil Zunterstein and his wife Matylda will be
murdered on the day of their arrival.
