PAVLINA WOLFLEROVA A JEJi RODINA

Pavlinin syn Gustav

Pavla se narodila 8. prosince roku 1868 v Podboranech. Wilhelmovi a Babette Bele
Loblovym. Ve svych tfiadvaceti letech si vzala muze svého Zivota, Bernarda Wolflera. Svatbu
méli v Podboranech, ale Zili v Plzni v Litické 35 (dnes Hfimalého ulice), kde bydleli i dalsi
pfibuzni rodiny Woélfler(.

Pavla a Bernard spolu méli ¢tyti syny, takze jejich zivot musel byt plny lasky a vytrvalosti,
vychovat Ctyfi déti musi byt pékna fuska a taky i kopec legrace.

Nejstarsi Friedrich se narodil roku 1892. Vystudoval prava, ozenil se s Elsou Sternovou a
mél s ni syny Hanuse a Antonina. Friedrich nestastné zahynul v roce 1930 ve Svycarském
Davosu, Elsa se s podporou $irsi rodiny stara o oba chlapce, vSichni tfi byli v dubnu 1942
deportovani do VarSavy a zavrazdéni.

O osudu Arnolda narozeného 1893 jsme nezjistili nic.

Nevime také, co se stalo s Rudolfem rozenym 1899, pravdépodobné emigroval, oZenil se
a mél syna.

Ctvrty Gustav narozeny 1895 byl povolanim obchodni prokurista, ktery domlouval
jménem firmy rizné obchody. Z terezinského ghetta byl na konci zati 1944 deportovan
do Auschwitz-Birkenau, neprezil.

Pavla a jeji muz Bernard byli do Terezina deportovani spolecné. Bernard v ghettu zemfrel,
snachu a vnuky odvezli v dubnu 42 do Varsavy, takZze az do podzimu se mohla sem tam
vidat jen s Gustavem. 15. 10. 1942 byla transportem Bv deportovana do Treblinky a tam
zavrazdéna

Pavla was born on December 8, 1868, in Podborany to Wilhelm and Babette Bele Lobl. At the
age of twenty-three, she married the love of her life, Bernard Woélfler. They were married in
Podborany but lived in Plzen at 35 Liticka Street (now Hfimalého Street), where other
relatives of the Wolfler family also resided.

Pavla and Bernard had four sons together, so their life must have been full of love and
perseverance—raising four children is no small task, and surely also brought plenty of
laughter.

The eldest, Friedrich, was born in 1892. He studied law, married Elsa Stern, and had two sons
with her, Hanu$ and Antonin. Friedrich died tragically in 1930 in Davos, Switzerland. Elsa,
with the support of the extended family, took care of the boys. All three were deported to
Warsaw in April 1942 and murdered.

We have found no information about Arnold, who was born in 1893. We also do not know
what happened to Rudolf, born in 1899; he likely emigrated, married, and had a son.

The fourth son, Gustav, born in 1895, was a commercial procurator by profession,
negotiating deals on behalf of a company. In late September 1944, he was deported from
the Theresienstadt ghetto to Auschwitz-Birkenau, where he perished.

Pavla and her husband Bernard were deported to Theresienstadt together. Bernard died in
the ghetto. Her daughter-in-law and grandsons had already been taken to Warsaw in April
1942, so until autumn Pavla could occasionally see only Gustav. On October 15, 1942, she
was deported on transport Bv to Treblinka, where she was murdered.
