MATYLDA REINISCHOVA

Narodila se v roce 1874 v Plzni jako dcera Alberta (Adolfa) Flirtha a Barbary Babetty Fiirthové,
pUvodem ze Susice. Vyrlstala v rozvétvené Zidovské rodiné — méla deset sourozenct, z nichz
mnozi zemreli uz pred valkou, néktefi se rozptylili po Evropé i do Ameriky. Bratr Sigmund
zemfrel v americké Georgii, Ludwig doZil v newyorském Queensu, ale jini, jako tfeba mlady Karl
nebo Philippine, zemfreli jeSté pred dosazenim tficeti let.

V roce 1902 se Matyldé narodil syn Arnost. Jeho otcem byl Matyldin manzel Ignaz Reinisch,
rodak z Tabora, ktery ale zemfel jiz v roce 1917, kratce po smrti Matyldiny matky. Matylda tak
ovdovéla pomérné mladd, zlstala sama s patnactiletym synem a Zila v Plzni — zfejmé v domé
na dnesni Americké tfidé (tehdy Jungmannova 17), kde byla zapsana k pobytu.

Jeji syn, doktor Arnost Reinisch, valku prezil. Byl véznén v Tereziné, ale na rozdil od své matky
se dockal osvobozeni.

Matylda sama byla deportovana z Plzné do Terezina transportem R dne 18. ledna 1942. V
ghettu stravila témér devét mésicl, nez byla 15. fijna téhozZ roku posldna transportem Bv do
vyhlazovaciho tdbora Treblinka a tam zavrazdéna.

She was born in 1874 in Pilsen as the daughter of Albert (Adolf) Fiirth and Barbara Babetta
Flirthova, originally from SusSice. She grew up in a large Jewish family — she had ten siblings,
many of them died before the war, while others spread out across Europe and America. Her
brother Sigmund died in Georgia, USA, Ludwig lived to old age in Queens, but others, such as
young Karl and Philippine, died before reaching the age of thirty.

In 1902, her son Arnost was born. His father was Matylda's husband Ignaz Reinisch, a native
of Tabor, who died in 1917, shortly after the death of Matylda's mother. Matylda was
widowed at a relatively young age, left alone with her fifteen year old son, and lived in Pilsen
— apparently in a house on what is now Americka tfida (then Jungmannova 17), where she
was registered as a resident.

Her son, Dr. Arnost Reinisch, survived the war. He was imprisoned in Terezin, but unlike his
mother, he lived to see liberation.



Matylda herself was deported from Pilsen to Terezin on transport R on 18 January 1942. She
spent almost nine months in the ghetto before being sent to the Treblinka extermination
camp on transport Bv on 15 October of the same year. She was probably murdered on the
same day. She was 68 years old.
